AIRPORT ARRIVAL
The base is located at Marina Fort Louis, about 30 minutes from Juliana International airport and 
20 minutes from Grand Case local airport.

TRANSFER

If your holiday includes our charter flight, a Moorings taxi driver will meet you at the airport and 
escort you to your transfer. If your holiday is flight exclusive, we request that you send your travel 
arrangements to us so we can assist with transfer details where required.

Please note: guests arriving separately should bring a copy of the charter contract/invoice. Clients 
should give drivers the address of Marina Fort Louis, Marigot. However, most of our clients are 
picked up by our dedicated taxi driver by the name of George Menta.

Taxi drivers should be paid direct. The cost is $35 USD for 1-3 passengers and $10 USD for each 
additional passenger. Taxi prices are increased by 25% between 10:00 pm and midnight and by 
50% from midnight until 6:00 am.

CAR RENTAL

Car hire costs are from USD 40 per day
dependent on type and time of the year.

Please note you will require a current
valid driving licence and you must be
18+ years old.

BOAT BAG

At the chart briefing, each captain is given a boat bag,  which contains the boat documents, the 
crew list and  the last customs clearance form, as well as the skippers notices information, and 
a telephone to use while here.

CHART AND YACHT BRIEFINGS

The yacht briefing is mandatory, unless the client sailed on the same yacht in the past two 
years. The briefing introduces you to your yacht, its 
systems and rigging, and is scheduled individually 
upon arrival. It is important that all systems and 
equipment are fully understood. 

A chart briefing describing the cruising area and 
any potential hazards is mandatory for all skippers, 
unless having sailed in the area within the past two 
years. The chart briefing will be sent to you pre-
departure and is available online for you to view
from the comfort of your home or in the base daily at 
9:00 or upon agreement with Customer Service.

There are no briefings after 15:00! Please make 
sure only the Skipper and First Mate are present 
for briefings.

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PROVISIONING

We recommend to pre-order provisioning for your boat online here: store.moorings.com, just 
please note that it should be done at least a week prior to your embarkation and make sure you 
selected the right The Moorings base. Please check your order is complete and report any dis-
crepancies to Customer service if necessary. Do not forget to pay for it if it was not done in ad-
vance. Please note that we are unable to offer refunds on returned provisioning and beverages.

There is no supermarket in the marina, but you can walk 5 minutes to a small grocery store. Fully 
stocked supermarkets are:

	 Super U: in Marigot, 5 minute taxi ride from the marina; the biggest supermarket
	 on the island, open every day.
	 Le Grand Marche: in Philipsburg, 15 minutes taxi ride from the marina, open
	 every day,  except holidays and Sunday afternoons.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE AND CREDIT CARDS

US dollars and Euros are accepted on both the French and Dutch sides of the island. On the 
other islands in the region US dollars (USD) are accepted.

Credit cards can be used for payment in larger establishments and restaurants. Please note that 
Amex is not accepted at the base and not in all shops.

SAILING LICENCE

Although no sailing licenses are required 
for cruising in St Martin, you will need to 

fill out our sailing resume to see if you 
have the experience to charter a yacht 

with The Moorings. If you have a sailing 
certificate, we strongly recommend that 
you take this on vacation with you too.

COOL BOXES	
					   
Cool boxes are available at the base on a 
first come first served basis at no additional 
charge. Please return them clean and 
undamaged otherwise you will be charged for 
replacement. Only one per boat.

BARBECUE

All our boats are equipped with a charcoal 
barbecue, but their use in the marina is 
strictly prohibited, so please be mindful.

MUSIC

All boats are fitted with a radio and CD player. 
If you wish to listen to your iPod whilst sailing 
you will need to bring along an iTrip or FM 
radio transmitter.

WIFI

There is free wireless Internet access available 
in the marina lobby. 

Unfortunately, there is no wireless Internet 
access available on board the yachts.

MOBILE PHONES

If you bring your own phone, please check 
with your service provider before departure, 
to ensure you will have coverage and to check 
rates regarding roaming calls and data.

DRONE REGULATIONS

The use of flying drones may be restricted in 
some areas. For current drone regulations in

ELECTRICITY

The standard voltage on all yachts is 12 volts. 
Plug sockets are US 2 pin. In order to use 
electronic equipment that is 220 Volt you will 
need an inverter suitable for use in a cigarette 
lighter. 

REFUELING

Your boat’s tanks will be full on delivery of 
your charter yacht. The quantity of diesel is 
generally enough for your cruise. If you have 
not purchased the prepaid fuel option, you 
will need to go to a fuel dock in Fort Louis 
marina. 

SNORKELING EQUIPMENT

We have a range of fins which you may 
wish to use already on board. In case you 
need different sizes, please ask our vacation 
planners.

We are limited on children’s sizes so if you 
have your own you may wish to bring them 
with you, as well as snorkels and masks as 
we no longer provide them, but you can 
purchase some at the base. 
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SAFETY EQUIPMENT

Lifejackets are found on-board. We are limited with children’s sizes, however, so you may 
want to bring your own if needed.

We suggest that children who are not strong swimmers should not be allowed in a dinghy 
without a life jacket or buoyancy aid and that they should wear a buoyancy aid or harness
when on deck.

ADDITIONAL EQUIPMENT

Rental of Diving Equipment, Sail-board and Wind & Kite-Surfing Equipment, Fishing 
Equipment can be arranged locally.

DINGHY SAFETY

Unfortunately, due to common theft, it is neccessary one pays attention to dinghy safety. 
On the yacht is a 20 feet cable and two padlocks to secure the dinghy while left unattended. 
This cable is swaged onto the outboard and the lock should be used to lock the outboard 
onto the dinghy stern eye push pit. Always make sure the dinghy is well-cleat or tied at 
all times. Please secure the dinghy by using a stern anchor while docked to avoid it going 
underneath the dock, and always use a flashlight when underway after sunset. 

CLEARANCE AND CUSTOMS

Throughout the Caribbean the skipper/ charterer of a vessel is legally responsible to ensure 
that the Customs and Immigration check-in and check-out procedures are carried out. 
Failure to do so may cause the boat to be impounded, the crew jailed and fines of up to 
$USD 10,000. Clients are informed of the details during the chart briefing.

Detailed procedure is further described in the USEFUL INFORMATIONS section of this 
guide. 

SWIM SAFE

Swimming is often a fun and important part of a vacation. However local rules, flag systems, 
currents and where swimming may be permitted, can be different and vary from country to 
country. We strongly recommend that you and all your crew read through our ‘swim safe’ 
information before you travel – Unfortunately even the strongest of swimmers can get into 
difficulties. The information on our website covers children, your surroundings, looking 
out for others, and not overestimating your own ability. Snorkel vests, Life Jackets and Diver 
Down flags are all available on board.
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YACHT DAMAGE WAIVER 
AND 
SECURITY DEPOSIT

Forgot to get YDW before you departed? 
We’ve got you covered! Inquire at the 
reception for further details.

Please be aware that in case of damage to the 
boat or loss of equipment onboard, The 
Moorings maintains the right to keep a 
correspondent amount of the security deposit.

If damage to the boat is done through gross 
negligence and above the value of the given 
security deposit, the guest may be liable to 
pay the full cost of the damage.

BEFORE LEAVING THE BASE

	 Ensure you have all the kitchen equipment and bedding you require, extra bedding 
	 and some cooking utensils are available upon request.
	 Make sure your fins fit.  Take note that we are no longer providing snorkeling masks 
	 or snorkels. 
	 Make sure the fuel/water tanks are full. You will need to top up your water tanks.
	 Make sure you have your boat papers.
	 Make sure you are provisioned.
	 Make sure you have enough cash.
	 Ensure you have kids life jackets, as we have a limited supply. If you have your own 
	 children’s life jacket, we would encourage you to bring it along.
	 Call us on VHF 72 directly to announce your departure, our Customer Service Staff will
	 come to help you.
	 In hurricane season leave your planned itinerary .

YOUR SAFETY
Please locate your safety card when you get onboard & ensure 
that all crew read it before leaving the marina. If you cannot find 
it, then please contact customer service team who can provide a 
replacement. Although you will have watched the online safety 
briefing before leaving home, we recommend that you all re 
watch the video before leaving the dock. This can be done on 
your own devices using the QR code.

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WHILE SAILING
MAINTAIN A LOOKOUT

All The Moorings yachts are equipped with an autopilot. Make sure one person is always 
maintaining a lookout, especially if the auto pilot is on . This person should be close to the 
helm and should watch for other vessel, debris, fish pots, land or other navigational hazards.

Make sure your lookout knows how to disengage the autopilot and brief him / her on what to 
watch out for. Breaking water or patches of light colored water and brown areas may indicate 
shallow water or rocks. Seeing one fish pot usually means that there will be others.

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WHEN YOU RETURN TO BASE
RETURN TO BASE PROCEDURE

	 Please empty all holding tanks and bilges before returning to base.
	 Leave enough time for check-out procedure - at least one hour, meaning you shouldn’t 
	 return to base after 10:00, as charters end at 11:00.
	 Call The Moorings base on VHF 72 about 5 mins before arriving, or use a phone.
	 Secure fenders and dock lines on the starboard side and have someone ready
	 for dock duty before proceeding to the fueling dock. We will assist you to your
	 assigned docking space.
	 Please remember the last arrivals in the day are before 15.30, if you plan to return to 
	 base the day before. Call us at least an hour in advance in that case.

BEFORE YOU LEAVE YOUR BOAT
	
Before disembarkation you will be met
with a technician for debriefing. It is done
to let us know if you have encountered any
problems with the boat or broken anything
during the trip, so we can rectify any
problems for the next charter. He will also
take back charts, cruising guides and the
appretiation form. 

Please ensure:

	 If you visit a beach, please prevent sand from getting on board by rinsing your feet 
	 before boarding the yacht.
	 Sheets and towels are left on beds. They will be fogged together with the whole yacht 
	 before cleaning.
	 All garbage has been bagged and left in the trash at the parking lot.
	 All personal possessions have been removed; please check thoroughly as items
	 are often left onboard.
	 All hatches are closed.
	 The keys have been left in the chart table.
	 Your transfer has been arranged with reception.
	 The inventory is in its correct place, as it makes the final check much easier.

The boat should be brought back in a good seamanlike condition. If this is not the case, you 
will be charged $50 USD for extra clean-up and $100 USD for each toilet blocked.

GRATUITIES

If you want to leave a tip for the staff, we kindly ask you leave it at the Customer Service 
Office where it will be distributed. For those who have a bareboat captain and/or cook, it 
is customary to leave a tip at the end of the charter. It is purely discretionary, but as rule of 
thumb, 10-15% of the charter cost is usual.

All of them tend to close around 11pm in the evening, and in low season. If you’re looking to 
travel in low season there will be a limited choice of restaurants to eat ashore and to provision 
accordingly. This would be a perfect time of year to enjoy a barbecue off the back of the boat.

Tipping is standard and expected in all restaurants/bars and for other services undertaken  
during your holiday. The rule of thumb is generally 10-15 percent of the amount charged.

Fishing

No license is required for fishing in this region and you are allowed to fish from the yacht. 
Fishing gear can be rented at the marina, payable in cash only on site (60$ US per week). You 
can order in advance or on the day of boarding. Please be aware that fishing is only allowed on 
trails while sailing and outside marine parks.

Ciguatera poisoning is a BIG problem. Don’t eat any fish you have caught before checking with 
a local fisherman.

Diving and Snorkeling

Like all the Caribbean - diving and snorkeling here is magnificent. We can provide you with 
fins, however you will need to purchase or bring your own masks and snorkels. For scuba 
diving a license is required, and we suggest a visit to a nearby center for equipment rental:

CRUISING AREA 
PREVAILING WINDS

From November to April local weather conditions are mostly dependent on the size and loca-
tion of the north Atlantic high pressure system which moves southwards in the winter. The 
trade winds are clockwise rotating winds on its southern edge. They tend to be steady 12-20 
knots out of the East varying a few degrees to ENE or ESE.

A strengthening of the high pressure system and the pressure gradient created by the advent of 
cold fronts from the west (especially during December to March) can cause the wind increase 
to 20-25 knots for several days at a time.

The hurricane season technically lasts from June to November. In this period we ask
you to be particularly vigilant and to:

	 Listen to the weather forecast daily or call the base for weather reports.
	 If there is any mention of possible tropical development, contact the base.
	 Notify us on any changes from the itinerary left in the base.
	 Ensure cellphone connectivity, we will provide you with one if needed.

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MOORING TIPS

Anchoring is the most common way of spending the night in St. Martin. Some anchorages offer 
mooring buoys as well, and in marine parks the use of one is obligatory.

Anchoring
Do so by 30 minutes before sunset at the latest. Remember that there is not a long twilight time in 
the tropics and that there is considerable glare on the sea late in the day, making the reefs hard 
to see. Snorkel over the anchor and mooring buoy to ensure it is secure.

Fish traps
Keep a good lookout at all time and beware of small floating markers. Do not pass between the 
two close together, as they are probably connected with a line. Frequently, the second marker is 
half submerged or invisible. If you catch one in the propeller, try to remark it before you cut it 
loose, this is someone’s living.

Buoyage
The entire Caribbean subscribe to the international Buoyage System B; Red Right Returning. 
However, there are very few navigation markers.

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MARINE ANIMALS

Jellyfish

There are many species of jellyfish in the cruising area and there have been several instances 
where clients who have been stung by jellyfish have required hospital treatment. If you have 
allergies, it is advised to wear stinger suits or refrain from swimming.

If you are stung: 			   Immediately exit the water and apply copious amounts of
					     vinegar to the affected area.
					     Pour vinegar over the tantacle before attempting to remove 	
					     it with tweezers.
					     Do not try to rinse it off with fresh water
					     You can then immerse the effected limb in hot salt water or
					     apply a hot compress.

Generally the affected area will usually only be a minor irritation, similar to a bee sting and the 
sting area is normally itchy. Should you start to experience any dditional signs or symptoms you 
should contact the base immediately for help and advice on where to seek medical assistance.

Sea Urchins

Sea urchins are not poisonous but their spines are very painful if touched or stepped on and 
will normally break off if attempting to pull them out with tweezers. Hot water is again the best 
treatment and and leaving vinegar-soaked cloth on the injured spot, so the spines get out.

Coral stings and cuts

Several species of poisonous coral will have a painful sting if touched or stepped on while snor-
kelling. If you are stung immediately exit the water and apply copious amounts of vinegar to 
the affected area and then immerse the effected limb in hot water or apply a hot compress.

Cuts and abrasions caused from coral have a high risk of infection, so thoroughly clean
the wound as soon as possible. Avoid swimming afterwards.
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Fish and Ciguatera

Ciguatera is caused by a neurotoxin which is only present in reef fish. There is no telling if fish 
are contaminated, so best avoid eating reef fish and stick to deep water fish, like swordfish, dol-
phin, tuna and wahoo.

Symptoms include tingling of the lips, mouth and tongue, itching skin, fever, chills, muscle and 
joint aches, weakness, vomiting and diarrhea. Seek medical attention immediately. 

Manchioneel trees

Recognised by their tiny apple-like fruit,
yellow or yellow-green in color. DO NOT
eat the fruits or even sit underneath the
tree in the rain. They grow along the
shore and their toxin causes rashes and,
in extreme cases, death.

Sharks and Sea Snakes

There are several species of sharks 
in these waters.

Sea snakes although highly venomous 
are actually very timid and avoid 
swimmers.

 	 Take short showers.
	 Buy local.
	 Use eco-friendly and fair-trade 
	 products.
	 Recycle and reuse.
	 Save fuel - cruise on a 
	 slower speed or sail as much 
	 as possible.

ST. BARTHOLOMEW’S

Columbus in the 15th century, but Statia actu-
ally blossomed from trading weapons during 
the American Civil war, making history by being 
the first country to recognise America as an in-
dependent country. While spending time there, 
make sure to keep an eye out for blue beeds, 
the old payment method, and the only artifact 
allowed to leave the island, guaranteeing you 
will come back.
